
Synchro Series #1 Kingston is just days away.  Please review the following information before 

arriving onsite:  

• Volunteers – As you know, we do not have a host club for this event.  We have a number 

of very gracious volunteers who are donating their time to ensure a successful event.  

Please help us in thanking these volunteers when you see them throughout the venue! 

This event would not be possible without them.  

• Team Entrance – Teams must enter through Gate 1 on Place D’Armes.  Accreditation 

packages will be available for each team and may be signed out at any time.  A fee will 

apply for any lost/replacement Athlete accreditation tags required.   

• Spectators – Admission for spectators: $22.86 per day ages 3+.  Spectators are 

encouraged to purchase their tickets online ahead of time.  A detailed spectator 

information document is available here.  

• Buses – Buses may drop off/pick-up at Gate 1 on Place D’Armes, however there is no bus 

parking onsite.   

• Music – Teams submitted their program music online prior to the event.  All back-up 

music must be available on separate USB sticks. Other forms of back-up music including 

CD’s, phones, etc., will not be accepted.  Your coach should have the back-up USB with 

them rink side.  Please review the music requirements in the event announcement here.  

• Warm-Up Area – Teams may warm-up on the upper concourse.  There are no assigned 

warm-up spaces.  Teams are asked to be respectful of other teams warming up and keep 

music at a reasonable volume.  

• Dressing Rooms – A full dressing room schedule for each competition day is available on 

the event page including a venue map of the dressing rooms.  Teams assigned to 

dressing room #5 will have use of dressing rooms #5a and #5b as they are smaller in size.

• Medal Ceremony – Medals will be presented on the lower concourse near Gate 2.  An 

awards schedule has been posted on the event page here.
